4) It’s how you officially represent Jesus.  Partnership affirms you’re a citizen of  
     Christ’s Kingdom. 
 
5) It’s how you declare your highest allegiance.  You are a publicly visible partner 
     on the Team. 
 
6) It’s how you embody & experience Biblical images. This is where Body, Bride,  
     Family come in. 
 
7) It’s how you serve other Christians. It helps you fulfill your Biblical  
     responsibilities to His Body. 
 
8) It’s how you follow Christian leaders. You are called to follow and obey their  
     Godly leadership. 
 
9) It helps Christian Leaders lead.  All Christian leaders know “They will give an  
     account to God.” 
 
10) It enables Church Discipline.  It is place where Church exercises discipline  
       wisely & lovingly.
